Scales are made up of TONES and SEMITONES.

SEMITONES are the smallest steps on a piano- count up or down_____

TONES are two semitones-count up or down______

In order to work out a major scale you need to follow this pattern of tones and semitones-starting on the keynote. The keynote is the same letter as the scale you are trying to play e.g. D major scale- keynote D.
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Now work out the scale of D major. Remember each letter of the alphabet is used in turn and you should end up on D (the starting note) if you have worked it out correctly.
